How do you know that this person is who they say they are or that you can trust them?  





Safety Tips 





If you are talking to someone on line be aware if they want too much personal information. 





Don’t give them your last name, home address, school name or phone number. So in other wolds keep your personal information to yourself. 





If someone makes you feel uncomfortable trust those feelings and stop talking to them. 





Never post pictures of yourself on-line or give them to people you do not know in the real world.





If you decide to meet someone you meet on-line remember the buddy system. Have a friend go with you or better yet your parent. Ask the person you are meeting to do the same. If they are unwilling to do this then don’t meet them. 





 Don’t go into Chat Rooms that you don’t know anything about and if the chat is going someplace you are not comfortable with then get out. 





Remember that friends on-line are not real life friends they are people who you meet at the moment.

Helpful Hints








Web Sites


If you come at a site that you see something you don’t like then hit the back button. If you are at home let your parent know if you are at school let your teacher or librarian know what you found.





Email


If you have an email from someone you don’t know delete it and do not respond. If you aren’t expecting the email then don’t read it. Let your parent know or you can make the request to have your email address removed from the database. If you still have problems contact your Internet provider and have them filter the email address.





Chat Rooms


A monitored Chat room is a good alternative. This type of chat room has a monitor who will take someone out of the chat room who doesn’t belong there because of things they are saying. If there is no monitor in a chat room if there is talking going on you don’t like or someone has become to friendly then you can email the email address connected to the chat room.
