
Students in the 6th grade at Ocosta Elementary School are gathering information for a country report due the first week of June.  This year they’re required to spend at least 45 minutes in a local library gathering information.  They will have to write a three page, typed paper, turn in a map and flag, give an oral presentation in front of their classmates, prepare food, make a travel brochure/scrapbook, and dress in clothing of the country they are studying.  All this work will culminate in a country report fair for parents, staff, and students of our school.


Topics to be covered in their paper will include:  


• General information such as continent on which the country is found, list bordering countries or major bodies of water, size in square miles, population and date of last census, highest point, languages spoken, form of government.  


• Geographical features such as names of major rivers and mountain ranges, deserts, climate, and plant life.  


• Two historical events need to be discussed, or a brief  (two to three paragraphs) summary of the country’s history. 


• There needs to be facts about traditions and lifestyle about the people and culture.  


• Finally, the students will need to address products and resources of the country they’re studying.  A list the natural resources and how people use them would be sufficient.
