COLLAGE and PEN AND INK

Drawing 

Grades: 10-12

Class hours: 7:39-8:40

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF TASK/PROJECT

Student will make a collage based upon a social issue that means something to them. They will then use a part of that collage to make a separate pen and ink drawing from it.

EXPLICIT TARGET LEARNING OUTCOMES

Student will:

ASSESSMENT CRITERIA

Students should be able to:

1. Talk about art and how it can be meaningful 

2. Make a collage

3. Create a pen drawing based from their collage

RESOURCES / MATERIALS NEEDED

Stafford fine point sharpie

Magazines

Any type paper (to put collage on) 12x15

Glue

Scissors

Glossy Paper for pen drawing

Heavy tag board to mount pen drawings

Glossy covers/paper to make a grid (transparency’s work also)

Rulers

WHAT THE INSTRUCTOR DOES

DAY 1
1. Introduce activity  - Pen and Ink – use P&I notes – discuss with students what they know about P&I and when they have used it

2. Give Power Point of the equipment used in P&I – students take notes

3. Pass out Sharpies – have students get sketch books out

4. Show students different ways to use a pen to achieve certain affects – students will sketch out all of theses ways (See pen technique sheet)

5. Give students a picture to copy into P&I – stress that I want to see all forms of pen use

DAY 2

1. Allow students time to finish coping their P&I drawings

2. Get students attention, have them put everything away except lined paper. 

3. Begin discussion on the meaning in art

· Do you think art can have meaning?

· Do any pieces of art you can think of mean something to you?

· Why should art be meaningful?

· How would you convey meaning in art?

4. Introduce new project

· Make a collage based on a social issue that is important to you

· Students may use words and images 

· They will use a part of their collage to turn into a pen drawing

5. Have a students come up to the board and write out topics that students think are social issues

· Talk about each issue and how it is relevant to them and why it is an issue

· Discuss way that these issue could be conveyed

· When there are at least 15 ideas have students choose either, one that is on the board or one that they think up.

6. Once a student thinks of a topic that is meaningful to him or her they are to come up with 10-15 issues that deal with that topic

EXAMPLE – homeless people:

Poverty, jobless, veterans, men, women, children, old people, young, food, shelters, major cities



*These ideas will give them ideas of what to look for in magazines. 

7. Once students have a topic they may begin looking for pictures to cut out of Magazines.

8. HOMEWORK:

· Have students type out a well written paragraph of why they chose their topic

1. Tell them to bring in ANY old magazines

DAY 3
1. Have students turn in paragraph

2. Show them some works of art that are collage – while going over the history of collage

· Use notes on history of collage

· Find images that relate to the history of collage notes

3. Allow students to work on their projects

4. Walk around make sure students are on task, answer any questions

5. Remind them about their sketchbook

· 8 hours of work due in week and halve

· Using all the forms of pen drawing make perfect circles and fill them in 

· Just like the first day of lesson, only this time it will be neat and clean

DAY 4

1. Students will spend the hour colloguing

2. Show them how to cut out their images from the magazine

a. The cut outs should not be square pieces but follow the contour of the image. Explain what that looks like

3. Show them how to add images to make a new one

4. Remind them of their sketchbooks

· They should find a photograph and make a sketch of it in pen 

5. Show them how to make a grid when copping a picture to another surface – this will help them with their sketchbook assignment

DAY 5

1. Students will continue to collage

2. Explain they can add words that make a slogan or phrase that might help the view understand the picture. 

**Glue sticks work the best

3. Remind them that they will be using a portion of the collage to make a pen drawing.

DAY 6

1. Students should begin using pen

2. Glossy paper about 14 by 8

3. Explain why glossy paper is better to use than other paper because the pen does not bleed as much

4. Encourage those who are still working on their collage to pick up the pace. 

5. Walk around help with question, offer suggestions

6. Remind them of their sketchbooks

DAY 7
1. Focus on how to find light and dark using the different forms of pen movement

2. Bring in my own art as example as well as other pen images.

3. Show how a grid works again – explain how it will help enlarge an image

· Important to not stress the issue of the image looking perfect

· I want student to work on pen movements more than getting the image to look exact.

4. Have students get out their sketchbooks and look at the circles exercise they did on the first day. 

5. Have them practice getting value by using one of the pen exercises.

· The closer the pen marks the darker the image become

· Use the white parts of the paper to show the lightest color of value

· Use clear plastic notebook covers, transparency or tracing paper for a grid

DAY 8

1. Put on the board were to find paper, glue and pens (back table)

2. Remind students of Sketchbooks – DUE MONDAY

3. Tell them that the pen drawings will be due at the end of next week

4. Allow them the hour to work

5. Walk around help, ask questions, make suggestions

DAY 9

1. Pens and paper found on back table

2. Ask students to turn in notebooks

3. Give students the hour to work

4. They should all be using pen

· Make sure there are no immediate questions

5. These are due Friday as we will be critiquing them

6. Spend the rest of the hour calling students up to the desk to look at sketchbooks and as how they are doing on the assignment

· This is a time when I should look for understanding of the new subject outside of the classroom. 

7. What to look for: correct use of pen and value, 8 hours worth of drawing, Clear understanding of how to use pen and even pencil

DAY 10

     1. Continue to look at sketchbooks

     2. Allow the class the hour to work

     3. Walk around the room

     4. Remind students of sketchbooks

     5. Offer help and tips

DAY 11 

     1. Continue to look at sketchbooks

     2. Allow the class the hour to work

     3. Walk around the room

     4. Remind students of sketchbooks

     5. Offer help and tips

DAY 12

     1. Continue to look at sketchbooks

     2. Allow the class the hour to work

     3. Walk around the room

     4. Remind students of sketchbooks

     5. Offer help and tips

DAY 13

Last day to look at sketchbooks for a higher grade

Allow students time to work

Most students should be finishing up, those who are done can:


Mount pen drawing


Work in sketchbook


Step away from the artwork find something that need touch up

Will give them the weekend to work on projects

Monday students will matt and crit.

DAY 14

Students should matt their ink drawing


1in on top and sides, 1.5 on the bottom


Explain how the eyes plays trick on you


Having the bottom larger will actually balance out the their sides


It will make it look correct

Show students how I would crit a piece of art.


Go through the language I would use what I would be looking for and how I would write that down

Allow time for the artist to reflect on his own image by writing out answers to the questions he is asking himself.

Once that is done have the students set their artwork up around the room


Collage and pen drawing side by side

Have students walk around the room with a notebook and a partner. They will answer three questions that relate to three different art works

· Does the collage you are looking at tell you about a social issue? What is that issue? How did the artist convey that most effectively? 

· Sketch that image out and be ready to talk about it in class

· How does this project make you think about art being meaningful instead of being for art sake

Students will then share images that stood out to them and why

Finish up the hour talking about how  

ASSESSMENT STRATEGIES

1. Gain pre-knowledge on students by talking to teachers about how much art students have had and looking at their sketchbooks

2. Formative – look at collages as they are being developed

3. Formative – walk around room while students work on pen technique

4. Formative – students will write paragraph on why they chose their topic and how it is meaningful to them.

5. Summative – Look at sketchbook studies

6. Summative - Final critique

WHAT THE STUDENT DOES

1. Take notes on the equipment used for pen and ink

2. Draw circles filling them in with form of pen drawing

3. Copy a pen and ink drawing of a coverd bridge

4. Find a social issue that is meaningful to them

5. Discuss why art can be meaningful

6. Write a paragraph of why they chose topic

7. Make a collage

8. Make a pen and ink of part of the collage 

9. Critique each others work

DEMONSTRATION AND/OR EVIDENCE OF STUDENT LEARNING

1.Studenst will write a paragraph on why they chose their subject and why meaningful

2.Studenst will create a collage

3.Students will make a pen drawing

4.Students will crit their piers art

SPECIAL NOTES

Make sure the students understand that they have to communicate an issue which means they can not just slop any image on but they need to be very conscious about which slogans or phrases to use and how to properly organize their art.
